Notes

Students met in small groups to discuss problems that they thought could be addressed this year by the Roundtable.  They came up with the following list:

· Foreign language- want more choices

· Revise new test policy

· Return self scheduling

· More honors courses – need a step between regular and A.P.- AVID possibly

· Longer passing periods

· Trash problems

· Air conditioning/heating

· Parking problems- need more spaces

· Traffic/foot traffic/safety 

· District permits – less difficult to get

· Pacing in classes – curriculum – 

· New vending machines not working

· Teachers not reading bulletin 
· Homework and long term projects over breaks

After some discussion, students individually voted for 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th of the problems they would like to address.

The clear majority with 16 first choice votes was homework and long term projects over breaks.

Ms. McVeigh then asked students to help her with solving the problem of cheating on campus.  Students discussed the problem exploring such issues as integrity and pressure to do well. Some felt that cheating was inevitable, others gave examples of cheating once and wondered why didn’t they ever do it again? 

For next meeting students will focus on both issues. Before the next meeting they will think about the following:

1. Defining the issue of homework and long term project assignment over break- thinking about who are the key people involved, and thinking about what it would look like if it were not a problem.

2. Defining the issue of cheating – what would it look like if cheating was reduced at Beverly Hills High School?
